As the result of the merger, the Company will issue approximately 2,880,000 shares of its
common stock to the wardens of the facilities operated by the service companies in exchange for all shares of stock of the service companies held by
such wardens at the time of the merger.

"We are pleased to have completed another step in the restructuring of the companies,” said John D. Ferguson, the Chief Executive Officer and
President of the Company. "The completion of the service company mergers is another step in the streamlining of our corporate structure and the
process of returning our company to the corporate model that was so successful in the past. The reconsolidation also allows our management team to
improve operations, enhance customer service and reduce costs."
