Federal Bureau of Prisons Elects Not to Renew Contract at the Northeast Ohio Correctional Center

NASHVILLE, TN -- (Marketwired) -- 12/29/14 -- CCA (NY SE: CXW) (the "Company" or "Corrections Corporation of
America") announced today that the Federal Bureau of Prisons ("BOP") elected not to renew its contract at CCA's owned
and operated 2,016-bed Northeast Ohio Correctional Center. During the nine months ended September 30, 2014, the
facility generated approximately $30 million in revenue from the BOP.

At thistime, the BOP has not determined when it will begin transferring inmates out of the facility, but the current
contract expires on May 31, 2015. CCA expects to continue to provide safe, secure housing and services for the U.S.
Marshals Service ("USMS") at the Northeast Ohio Correctional Center following the transfer of the BOP popul ation,
while it markets the facility to provide solutions for other customers. CCA currently houses approximately 1,400 inmates
from the BOP and approximately 580 detainees from the USM S at the Northeast Ohio facility.

About CCA

CCA, apublicly traded real estate investment trust (REIT), is the nation's largest owner of partnership correction and
detention facilities and one of the largest prison operators in the United States, behind only the federal government and
three states. We currently own or control 53 correctional and detention facilities and manage 12 additional facilities owned
by our government partners, with atotal design capacity of approximately 85,000 beds in 19 states and the District of
Columbia. CCA specializesin owning, operating and managing prisons and other correctional facilities and providing
residential, community re-entry and prisoner transportation services for governmental agencies. In addition to providing
the fundamental residential services, our facilities offer avariety of rehabilitation and educationa programs, including basic
education, faith-based services, life skills and employment training and substance abuse treatment. These services are
intended to reduce recidivism and to prepare offenders for their successful re-entry into society upon their release.
